Abstract 

The research of road accidents causes is essential to prevent is occurrence. Nevertheless the purpose of the investigation (criminal or scientifically), the description and record in a database of road accidents obeys to certain rules. These rules are not standard nationally or internationally. The present study followed the different stages of road accidents data recording, since is occurrence until the political decisions that aim their prevention. For that, there was the need to understand if the records, during the accident investigation and the inclusion of the research data in accident databases, match the reality of the road accident phenomenon. It is presented a model of information flux since the accident until the scientifical treatment of the data. 

As conclusion, the research and road accident data record should be based on the security forces structures because of their operational status and technical expertise on traffic affairs (including criminal research of road accidents). The base of these records should be the CARE database. In all the process, scientists should certify the quality of the records. These databases should be dynamic and it should be possible to change them as the needs of information to support the fighting measures to end or at least, decrease road accidents.    
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
